Speaking

Three key “Ideas” or “Themes” for the speaking videos have emerged

□Key Idea One:  Public Speaking/The Performance Mechanics Involved in Giving a Speech

Key Outcomes for Consideration

-speak audibly and express thoughts, feelings and ideas clearly

-recount an experience with descriptive details

-make eye contact with audience

-clear pronunciation

-recognizes mental and physical symptoms of communication anxiety and uses strategies to manage that anxiety

-understands how voice, body and presentational aids/performance props and/or costumes can contribute to the effectiveness of the presentation 

-uses appropriate and natural gestures, facial expression, posture, movement, eye contact, clear articulation, and vocal variety (rate, pitch, volume, quality/tone) when presenting

-monitors audience feedback by identifying specific signals from the audience to evaluate whether the audience is listening, following the progression of ideas, and engaged

- makes inferences about audience engagement, understanding and agreement, and adjusts delivery and content to achieve purposes and goals

□ Key Idea Two:  Speaking in “small talk transition” contexts

Key Outcomes for Consideration

-build on others’ talk in conversations by linking their comments to the remarks of others
-adapt to the listener

-identify and adapt to variables that impact communication including time, place, relationships among speakers and listeners, and goals for communicating

-identify and adapt to internal variables that impact communication such as the speaker or listeners background knowledge, experience, opinions, values and beliefs
-monitors listener feedback; makes inferences about audience engagement, understanding and agreement, and adjusts delivery and content to achieve purposes and goals

-share opinions without dominating

-raise topics of interest to the other person

Possible script ideas:


□student is new to a school



How to use speaking/initiating a conversation with others to help introduce self, learn about others


□student is attending an awards banquet



How to use speaking/initiating a conversation to generate a pleasant dining atmosphere among strangers, including those NOT a part of their usual peer group

□ Key Idea Three:  The dual role of Speaker/Listener*

*note:  could possibly move to “listening” content area

Key Outcomes for Consideration
-follow agreed upon rules for conversation and/or discussion such as listening to others, speaking one at a time

-make comments that contribute to the discussion, and link ideas

-identify and adapt to internal variables that impact communication such as the speaker or listener’s background knowledge, experience, opinions, values and beliefs
-monitors audience feedback; makes inferences about audience engagement, understanding and agreement, and adjusts delivery and content to achieve purposes and goals

-uses active listening strategies:  Focus, Think, Respond Verbally, Respond Non-Verbally

-share opinions without dominating

-clarity, illustrate or expand on an opinion, response or idea when asked

-confirm understanding by paraphrasing

Possible Script Ideas


As a student is engaged in a conversation with another, the dual personalities of speaker and listener “pop up” on the students shoulder, prompting him/her through the conversation (sort of like the cartoon where the angel and the devil appear on Sylvester the Cat’s shoulder when he’s trying to decide whether to get Tweety Bird or not ()

Other possible themes:

□Alternate Idea #1:  The Importance of Clarity in Speech

Key Outcomes for Consideration

-ask and answer questions in order to seek help, get information, or clarify something that is not understood

-organize coherent messages

-adapt the speaking to the listener
-clarity, illustrate or expand on an opinion, response or idea when asked

-confirm understanding by paraphrasing

Possible script ideas:


Students are playing a game of “blind art;” at the curiosity of a student who walks in on the game, a lesson on the value of clarity is shared, using direction giving as the center point example
□Alternate Idea #2:  Conflict Resolution Through Negotiation and Compromise

Key Outcomes for Consideration

-demonstrate respect for the viewpoints of others

-ask relevant questions and respond to questions

-confirm understanding by paraphrasing

-initiate new ideas

Possible script ideas:


A customer service department
