Be prepared to look far and wide when the question contains signal words such as:
e Compare
e Describe
*  Explain
*  Summarize
Don't be fooled. Sometfimes you won't even see a question mark!
How do you find the answer? It is important that you utilize strategies on your journey back
into the text in order to locate important information in several places.
