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Turner wants to write a new story. Ms. Heeley suggests that he reads the story, “Luis Garcia: End 
Zone Hero” in The Press Box magazine before he starts writing. The author of this story used the 
character’s conversation with others to reveal his public and private traits. Turner used a T-chart 
to compile these traits in order to help him develop a more complete picture of Luis. Turner 
knows this process will be helpful as he thinks about developing the main character for his story.
